CATANIA … SUGGESTIONS:  

To visit, among others:  

a) the Benedictine Monastery (better the guided tour), 75 min 
b) Duomo and Università squares, Bellini Square and the Massimo Theatre, Mazzini square, Etnea street, the Greek-Roman Theatre (via Vittorio 

Emanuele), the Norman Ursino Castle, Crociferi street  
c) the typical fish market the Pescheria, near Duomo square. Only in the morning, from Monday to Saturday,  
d) Agricultural market: Verga square and “Vecchia Dogana” (port): every Sunday H 08:00 / 12.30 
e) the Duomo and a few of the many baroque churches adorning the streets of the old town: Collegiata, Badia S.Agata, S.Agata carcere…..2 h. 
f) the museums (Zo-Ciminiere, Ursino Castle, Verga’s house) and exibitions at the Palace of Culture 
g) The Gardens: the Botanical Garden, Bellini gardens, 3 h 
h) the hamlet of San Giovanni Li Cuti and Acitrezza (at km 10) 

In the evening (MOVIDA):  

Dinner & movida: a) the street food Santa Filomena,  b) stay behind” in the local haunts, Ostello in Currò square... c)  Port of Catania 

Movida…after dinner: at one of the many eating houses, we recommend: 

-  Pub: a stop in one of the over one hundred pub: filling the animated narrow stteets and squares around the Ursino Castle, Currò Square.,  
   Via  Crociferi-Sangiuliano, Bellini Square (Massimo Theatre), the  “Sal, “Newsky” , “Scenario pubblico”, Suk     
-  Bar “Bonu”,Corso Italia 23, corner Verga Sq., and above all at the “Ma”, Via Vela 6, near Ursino Castle Sq., also offering live music, disco,  

Theatre: prose shows, jazz concerts in many theatres (Bellini, Stabile, Metropolitan, Ambasciatori, Piccolo, De Curtis, Fellini, Brancati……) 

Cinema. In summer outdoor cinema ! Arena Argentina, Arena Adua and Arena Corsaro (at 650 mt from b&b)

a) Cartura, papier-maché manufactured products (in antica Dogana-Port building) 
b) Beppe Gioie, fashion jewelry and quality handcrafted jewelry (in  Imbriani street 162),  
c) Camula, Sicily ceramics (in via Etnea 270, in front of the entrance of Bellini Gardens)  
d) Cristaldi, large selection of aeno-gastronomic products of excellence (in Corso Sicilia 81)  
e) Feltrinelli bookstore (Via Etnea) 
f) Nonna Vincenza, historical take-away pastry shop (in Piazza S.Placido).  
g) In the Etne astreet there are also the department store: La Rinascente and Coin (closing time h 20.30)  
h) For clothing it is preferable Etnea street and above all Corso Italia. Many shops are closed in the morning of Monday,  
i) Shopping center: I Portali (km 9), Ikea (km 6), Etnapolis (km 10), Outlet Sicilia Valdittaino (km 70 – shuttle from/to Catania)..
